Animal Abuse Case

Heavenly and Heaven were found April 10th and 12th, a day apart and only a mile or 2 away from each other. These 2 pit bulls were starved so badly they are the worst case of starvation found in this area by GCHS that have survived. Covered in pressure sores which are caused by no body fat or muscle tissue, these 2 starved dogs were rescued and taken in by GCHS. Both dogs were less than half the weight they should be. Weighing in at only 27 and 24 pounds each. Barely able to stand Heaven and Heavenly have been abused and neglected and show all the signs of being beaten and treated inhumanely for a long period of time. 2 year old Heaven & Heavenly are slowly becoming healthy and happy but have a long road ahead of them. Morristown Wal-Mart has put a donation Jar at the front of the Pet section of the store for the dogs. And GCHS is taking any and all donations towards their recovery. GCHS is and will continue looking for the person or persons that have done this needless abuse & neglect to these poor dogs.
