GCHS has a big win against animal abuse in the county this month. Chastity Jarnigan of Bean Station pleaded guilty to 3 counts of Aggravated Animal Abuse Class E felonies, after starving her male 2 year old German Shepherd to death while chained to a tree and the starvation and neglect of 2 other dogs in her custody. Ms. Jarnigan signed over her remaining 2 dogs to GCHS months before this sentence was given. She was given 2 years supervised probation, time served, no pet ownership for 5 years, court costs and GCHS was awarded $1,500.00 for vet bills and fines. Ms. Jarnigan is required by the court to hold a job until these fines are paid to insure payment to GCHS. Even with this huge win GCHS still needs help with donations to continue prosecuting these types of cases. Money won in court does not come to GCHS in a lump sum but comes in small monthly payments from the court, making it difficult to pay off medical and other bills incurred by these abuse cases. Help GCHS continue to prosecute these cases by donating towards GCHS`s General Fund and help GCHS fight the animal abuse in Grainger County. Your donations to the General Fund help pay medical bills, foster care expenses and fuel bills.

 

Tennessee has first case of eastern equine encephalitis (Associated Press)

State officials say Tennessee's first confirmed case of eastern equine encephalitis this year has been reported. The state departments of 
Agriculture and Health are urging horse owners to protect the animals from 
mosquitoes and to review vaccination records for the encephalitis and other 
mosquito-borne diseases, including West Nile virus. State veterinarian Ron 
Wilson said outbreaks of viral encephalitis in horses are a seasonal 
occurrence due to the prevalence of mosquitoes in late summer and early 
fall. Several states have reported cases of encephalitis in horses this 
season. Tennessee's first confirmed case of 2008 was reported last week in 
Carroll County. The disease can kill up to 90 percent of the horses infected 
with the virus. Humans cannot contract these viral infections directly from 
infected horses.

This is from my cousin who lives in 

Washington State! He works for the Wild Fish and Game there and he gave me this receipe for fly spray. It's from the US Forestry Service. You can use it on humans, dogs and horses! 

1 Cup water 

1 cup skin-so-soft 

2 cups white vinegar 

1 Tablespoon Eucalyptus oil (found at health stores) 

Optional: 2 Tablespoons citronella oil ( pure oil, not the kind you use in candles) 
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
